The Namibian Standards Institution (NSI) is Namibia’s National Standards Body, responsible for coordinating all standardisation and quality assurance activities in the country and represents Namibia at regional and international standardisation bodies.
The NSI is an incorporated association not for gain under section 21 of the Companies Act, 1973 (Act No. 61 of 1973) pending entry into force of the Standards Act, 2005 (Act No. 18 of 2005)
Standards development work of NSI is delegated to the Standards Development and Coordination Department in collaboration with stakeholders through numerous technical committees.

A standard adopted as a Namibian Standard is published in the Government Gazette of the Government of Namibia as a Namibian Standard with the acronym NAMS. It is the policy of the NSI to adopt International and other standards when the technical committees deem it as needed by Namibia.

A full list of the Namibian Standards is given in the Catalogue of the Namibian Standards, updated at set intervals. The Catalogue is distributed electronically free of charge and can also be downloaded from the NSI Website.

During the development of Namibian Standards, draft standards are made available for public comment to the general public as required by the World Trade Organisation (WTO). These documents have to pass through a number of stages before they can be approved by the Namibian Standards Council.

This Work Programme contains standards development projects that the NSI was carrying out during the period from 01 January to 31 June 2012. The programme is published every six month in accordance with Annex 3, Substantive Provision J of the of the WTO Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade.

The Namibia WTO/TBT Enquiry and Notification Point in the Standards Development and Coordination Department is the authority in the enquiry and notification obligations of WTO/TBT Agreement.
